COMMUNIQUE

Race 4 of Saturday 03.08.19 — The Chili 3GB Unlimited Daily @Rs.399 Cup

On inquiry, it was established that leaving the 700 metres Kapteinspandiselle (G. Aucharuz)
commenced to give ground with Consul of War (R. Joorawon), which was following, becoming
awkwardly placed close to its heels and being taken out to avoid its heels, at the same time Mind
Blowing (N. Juglall) shied away from Overdose, which was improving on its outside, and shifted in
slightly with jockey Juglall turning his mount’s head sideways in view to straighten it. Consul of War
then clipped its heels, stumbled badly and dislodged jockey Joorawon. The Stewards being unable
to apportion any blame to one particular rider, decided not to proceed further and recorded it as a
racing incident.

Race 1 of Saturday 10.08.19 — The Cavendish Memorial Trophy

On inquiry, it was established that both Anza-Borrego (G. Aucharuz) and Indian Tractor (R.
Hoolash) were urged forward to secure the lead with Indian Tractor managing to achieve the lead
passing the 1300 metres. Approaching the 1200 metres, when jockey Hoolash saw apprentice
Teetan (Take Off Mode) insisting for the lead, he decided to bring his mount back to settle the latter
behind Take Off Mode with Anza-Borrego, which was following, commencing to over-race and
having to be eased and taken out when awkwardly placed close to the heels of Indian Tractor,
inconveniencing Blunderbuss (R. Boutanive). After consideration, the Stewards decided not to
proceed further other than to reprimand jockey Hoolash and advised the latter that he should be
more subtle when bringing back after having urged them forward.

Race 1 of Saturday 24.08.19 — The Robinson Cup

On inquiry, jockey Teeha (Hometown Hero) pleaded guilty to a contravention under the provisions
of MTC Rule 160 A (f) in that approaching the 150 metres he carelessly allowed his mount to shift
out, resulting in Anza-Borrego, which was attempting a run on his outside and between Dark
Liability, becoming awkwardly placed close to its heels, clipping its, stumbling badly, falling and
dislodging jockey Aucharuz. He was suspended from riding in races for three Mauritian race
meetings.
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
